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KENDRA STITT ROBINS OF SAN FRANCISCO TO RECEIVE

Today Show’s Natalie Morales to Co-Host Ceremony in NYC on November 7
San Francisco, CA (October 31, 2011) – San Francisco resident Kendra Stitt Robins and her nonprofit organization, Project Night Night, will receive one of Traditional Home magazine’s 2011 Classic Woman Awards.  Stitt Robins will also be featured in the magazine’s November/December 2011 issue.

Stitt Robins founded Project Night Night after experiences with her son led her to realize that putting him to bed was one of the most critical parts of his day.  Without a good night’s sleep, he would be irritable and unresponsive the next day—and she imagined that the same would hold true for other children—especially those who were homeless or transient and lacked the most basic bedtime comfort and literacy materials. 
Believing that all children deserve to feel safe, secure, ready to learn, and valued, Stitt Robins gave up a successful law career to found her nonprofit organization in 2005.  Since then and with the help of more than 10,000 volunteers nationwide, Project Night Night has equipped 25,000 homeless children annually with much-needed basic nighttime essentials—a new security blanket, an age-appropriate children’s book, and a stuffed animal—all nestled inside a new, reusable canvas tote bag. 

In previous issues and on its Web site, Traditional Home invited its 4.6 million readers to nominate women who are making a positive difference in their communities. The magazine’s editorial staff and the judges pored over the nominations to choose five women who truly are changing the world.

The five honorees will receive a trip to New York City, where they will be honored at the Classic Woman Awards luncheon on November 7.  In addition, each honoree’s chosen cause will receive a contribution from Traditional Home. The women and their causes are also featured in the magazine’s November/December 2011 issue, which will hit newsstands November 8.
